With OUse predefined colorQ option, the color used to display different feature boundaries
is matched with the color to display OHorizontal AveragingO type of OVertical Feature MaskO
function; see item 41 in the View_hdf UserOs guide. An example with OUse predefined colorO
option is shown irFig.
